SUMMARY
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ENDOVASCULAR TREATMENT OF DIRECT POSTTRAUMMATIC
CAROTID-CAVERNOUS FISTULA

An example of clinical observation and surgical
treatment of posttraumatic direct carotid-cavernous
fistula (CCF) is given. Symptoms of unilateral
pulsating exophthalmos, chemosis and pulsating
noise in the head made it possible to suspect a
diagnosis. The angiographic picture confirmed
the patient’s presence on the left side. Successful
endovascular embolization of CCF with detachable
platinum coils was done using balloon assist, which

led to a complete regression of the symptoms. Direct
posttraumatic CCF is a rare but serious complication,
possibly related to intracranial bleeding, visual loss,
corneal exposure or even fatal epistaxis, and requires
for treatment. Currently, the most effective and most
safe treatment for CCF is endovascular embolization.
